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Covered Entities Guide for Public Users 

Viewing a Covered Entity Record 

This guide describes how to review and use the information contained in a covered entity 

record. 

After having generated a list of covered entities that match your search criteria [Searching for a 

Covered Entity], the next step is to either view the record for the covered entity that is the 

subject of your search (see step 6) or, if your search produced a list of entities meeting your 

criteria, you can customize the way the data is presented. 

Customizing the Data Presentation for Multiple Entities 

The following steps describe how you can manipulate search data: 

1) The number of items returned in the upper-right corner identifies how many covered 

entries the search found. If the number listed is more or less than you desire, modify your 

search criteria accordingly [Searching for a Covered Entity]. 

 

2) Page Size:  Type the number of rows you want to view per page and 

select the Change button to resize the search results table. 
 

3) Hide/Show Search Criteria: When you the 
 
button, only the search 

results display. You will not see the search criteria fields above the results. Click the 

 button to display them. 

4) Export Results:  To learn how to export search results to an Excel spreadsheet, refer to 

the Exporting Search Results Data guide. 

5) Click a column heading to sort it in ascending or descending order. The default is 

descending order, so the first time you click a heading it will rearrange search results into 

ascending order.

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6) To view details for a covered entity, click the ID link in the 340B ID column. 

 

A detailed, read-only record for the selected entity displays. 

 

The entity’s status is displayed in the page header (Active, Registration Pending, 

Registration Approved, To Be Terminated, or Terminated). 

 The  button takes you back to the search results page. 

 The  button displays a formatted display of the entire entity record. 

Comprehensive entity information is organized into seven sections, each represented by link in 

the left sidebar. 
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Covered Entity Details 

This is the default selection. It displays the entity’s 340B ID, name, type, sub-division name, and 

Medicare Provider Number, and pertinent address information for the entity (street address and 

billing and/or shipping addresses, if different). 

 

Qualification Information 

This section displays essential dates, such as registration date, participating start and approval 

dates, certified/decertified date, and termination date, date of FI letter, rural indicator, 

information for Disproportionate Share Hospitals, and contact information for the Government 

Contract Certifying Official, if applicable. 

 

For STD and TB entities only, the Qualification Information section will also include the 

Nature of Support information. 
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Medicaid Billing 

This section displays Medicaid and NPI numbers and whether Medicaid will be billed for drugs 

purchased at 340B prices. 

 

Orphan Drug Exclusion 

CAH, CAN, SCH, and RRC entities only – This section appears to indicate whether the entity 

has chosen to maintain records to demonstrate compliance with the orphan drug exclusion or to 

purchase all orphan drugs outside of the 340B Program. 

 

Contact Information 

This section displays contact information for the Authorizing Official, primary contact, and 

Signed by Official, as applicable.  
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Contract Pharmacies 

This section displays data for the entity and any outpatient facilities associated with a contract 

pharmacy. Links are provided for the contract details and the pharmacy’s database record. The 

beginning and edit dates for the contracts are also displayed. [Viewing Contract Pharmacy 

Search Results] 

 

Parent/Child 

This section displays a table that includes the covered entity and any other entities with which it 

has a parent or child relationship. Each listed entry includes a link to the entity’s detailed record.
